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YOUTH CREATES
COMMUNITY

For many years now, the German-Russian exchange organisation
(DRA) has organised placements for western European volunteers
in Russian non-commercial organisations, involved in ecological,
social and human rights issues. These young people gain many lan-
guage, intellectual and social skills during their work in Russian
non-governmental organisations. These abilities can be considered
an important qualification on the European job market and they
help in all situations dealing with others. In addition, these volun-
teers get to know the stark realities of Russian political and social
life during this time. The impressions of Russia that they take back
home are much more authentic than any image of the country pre-
sented by the media. They are also much more memorable than any
impression gained during a tourist or language visit.

Europe is fast uniting. So far, this “only” relates to the enlargement
of the European Union by the Central European countries that have
applied to join. The question about relations between Russia and
Europe decreased in importance due to discussions about the en-
largement of the European Union eastwards. The answer will be left
for future generations. It seems, therefore, much more important
that today many young foreigners in Russia are concerned about
the country. They will share their experiences in order to strengthen
civil society within Europe and Russia.

That is why the DRA provides valuable mediating activities. The sig-
nificance of the volunteer exchange programme for civil society is
neither spectacular nor is it immediately effective. However, its
long-term importance for a united Europe should not be underesti-
mated.

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INTRODUCTION

For the past eight years, the Deutsch-Russischer Austausch e.V.
(DRA) has arranged the placements for young western European
volunteers in Russian organisations. From the very beginning, there
are so many requests that a German-Russian volunteer agency was
founded in September 1999 in Berlin. Its establishment facilitated
the greater and better volunteer programmes run by the DRA. To
date, about three hundred 300 young people have volunteered in
Russia.

The DRA organises volunteer placements in non-governmental or-
ganisations in St. Petersburg, Moscow, Volgograd, Perm, Novo-
sibirsk, Irkutsk and other cities for a three to twelve month period.
The host organisations are particularly concerned with social, envi-
ronmental and human rights issues. Even if the spectrum of issues
differs greatly from organisation to organisation, the various experi-
ences at work and in leisure time are always very similar.

The DRA offices in Berlin and St. Petersburg co-ordinate the ex-
change, viz. they supervise the voluntary work and maintain contact
between the volunteer and the host organisation. After applying to
and being interviewed by the Berlin office, the office in St. Peters-
burg assists the volunteer in case of visa questions, organises ac-
commodation in a Russian host family, and supports the volunteer
while working in the host organisation. It also maintains constant
contact with them, for instance with regular meetings of all volun-
teers. Most host organisations of volunteers participated in semi-
nars about volunteer management, which was organised by the
DRA in St. Petersburg and other cities. Additionally, the DRA offers
assistance for all host organisations in all questions concerning
working with foreign volunteers.

This brochure presents the host organisations in St. Petersburg,
with whom the DRA have co-operated successfully. All listed organi-
sations have proved to be successful employers, where western
European volunteers could contribute to a mutually useful goal and
where they made a valuable contribution.

St. Petersburg, of course, offers a very attractive environment for
volunteer work in Russia and, being the Window on Europe, can be
considered as an appropriate way to discover Russia’s addictiveness
for the newcomer.

I hope that all prospective volunteers have a pleasant and exciting
stay in St. Petersburg. They have all my best wishes.
